The next project for Inglis Hall

The Inglis & District Community Club (IDCC) has started
gathering quotes for the next hall project...and it's going to be
another big job!

This fall the group noticed that the roof on the hall may be in
need of some repairs so we called on the Manitoba Facility
Consultant who recommended to us that we replace the entire
roof and look at re-insulating at the same time.

The group was already planning on either painting the outside
of the hall or re-doing with stucco this coming year to make it
“more pretty”.

Are you ready for this? With the quotes we have received so

far, we are looking at a bill for the roof replacement of around

$50,000. For the outside of the hall, we are looking at around
$13,000 (excluding insulation). Plus GST.

These are big numbers and we are a little community, but
remember we just completed $90,000 worth of renovations in
the hall and thanks to your support and volunteer time, that
project is completely paid for!

We have an excellent idea for a fundraiser that will help to pay
for this upcoming project but we are having trouble getting off
the ground with it. We would like to organize a grow project
for the 2007 crop year. Basically, we would grow a crop and
sell the crop on behalf of the IDCC as a form of a fundraiser.

At this point, we have not had any offers for land available for
rent for this project...without this, this fundraiser will not work.

We are willing to pay market-price for renting the land or
we can give a tax receipt for any donations. We are looking
for approximately 100 acres of land, ideally but not necessarily
along the highway or major road. The reason for this preferred

location would be so the sponsors could be recognized by
signage along the roadway throughout the course of the
growing season and also raise public awareness towards the
project.
