The Park West School Division has experienced an enrolment 
decline of 480 students since 1998 and our projections show a 

further drop of 350-400 students in the next five years.  This 
demographic change presents a significant challenge to remain 

fiscally viable and meet the existing and emerging needs of 
students.  The Board of Trustees believes that a long term plan 

must be developed which matches our educational priorities 
with student’s needs, facilities, material and human resources.  
The Board of Trustees has scheduled meetings at all schools 

on different dates.

Grow Project Update  
 

We have all had a very busy past month in the field and the grow project 
field got its fair share of attention also. Ken Fingas was hired to get the 
spring work done and has done a stellar job of getting it prepped and 

seeded in a very timely manner. A big thank-you goes out to Ken for his 
efforts.  

The field was fertilized using NH3, given a pre-seed burn-off and then 
sowed about mid-May. At present, the majority of the canola is in the 

cotyledon stage and the field looks quite good. Another hearty thank-you 
must be extended to Wilfred Wildeman for picking off the stones that seem 

to have escaped the pre-seed burn-off.  
The in-crop application of glyphosate will be the next step for the project. 
Derek and Brandy Beischer have graciously stepped up to the plate and 
have offered to donate the in-crop spraying for the project. Many thanks 

goes out to them for their donation to the project as well.  
As you can all tell from the response we have received from the public in 

any way, shape or form, which is the backbone of this project, we are 
certainly on track for a very successful fundraiser. We would like to thank 

everyone for their donations and encourage anyone thinking of donating to 
please do so as all money raised goes right back into our community.
