COMMUNITY REPORT

General school information

We are a K-8 school, with a total of 64 students
enrolled. Our instructional staff consists of 4.1 full-
time equivalent teachers, along with 4 educational
assistants, a part-time secretary/Librarian, and 2
custodians. The small size of our school creates a
strong sense of family and happy, well-adjusted
learners. We believe that our multi-graded
classrooms enable our students to receive
instruction at the appropriate developmental level.
There are many opportunities for students to
participate in school-wide activities, sports, drama,
music, and art.

Our School Goals

1. To connect students with the community

2. To improve the numeracy skills of all
students

3. To integrate technology into all subject
areas

Our Mission Statement

We strive to do our best, respect each other, and be safe.

Our Priorities for 2007-2008:

1. By the end of June 2008, all students will have increased the amount they read by 10%.
2. By May 2009, all teachers will become more aware of numeracy research and assessment and will
implement effective teaching strategies in the number strands.

3. By June 2008, the students will be involved in community service and multicultural activities with the goal

of connecting youth to the community and promoting positive values.

Results of action plan implementation for 2007-2008:

Base line data was collected, using individual reading logs and a tally was kept of the number of
books the students had signed out of the library throughout the school year. The reading logs
showed a 10% increase in the number of books read by most students.

Library instructional materials were bought and Library classes were scheduled with each class, at
least one day every two weeks.

All students spent one period every 6 days, engaged in Buddy Reading with a partner from another
classroom.

All students participated in a school-wide literacy activity bi-monthly.

All teachers completed a math study group to improve their knowledge of research-based
instructional practices, teaching strategies and assessment tools.

New math resources were purchased.

All students took part in two community service events: the fall yard clean up and garbage pick up
in town and at the dump.

The Inglis Activity Board planned and led activities with the students in the school.

All students participated in multicultural activities and the final folklorama celebration.

Plans for 2008-2009:

We will be implementing the new Literacy with Information and Communication Technology Across
the Curriculum handbook, which teaches students how to use, manage and understand information
technology through integration in all subject areas.

Given the recent brain-based research in numeracy and a new math curriculum, we will continue to
have numeracy as one of our priorities.

Our division and school, is committed to building assets in our youth. Our priority is to continue to
develop a greater understanding and appreciation for the students in our school that come from
another culture, as well as the other cultures that are represented in our community.
